What are Kesher and P2I all about?
P2I, or Passport to Israel, is BBYO's summer Israel program for Jewish high school teens of all backgrounds and from across North America.  Capital Camps has partnered with P2I to create our own unique trip – connecting the best of what Israel has to offer with the amazing Capital Camps experience!  
2. What's included in the price?
The tuition includes round trip airfare from JFK airport in New York to Tel Aviv, transportation to New York from Greater Washington, Baltimore and New Jersey, and all costs on the ground. While we cover all food and everything else, we recommend bringing some spending money for snacks and gifts for your friends and family back home.
3. Do I have to have gone to Capital Camps before to go on the trip?
Nope! Kesher is open to all Jewish teens entering 11th and 12th grade in 2008.

4. Will I be safe in Israel?
We treat each and every Kesher participant in Israel as a member of our own family. While we know what it takes to run a successful teen program in Israel, you can also be sure that ensuring the security & safety of the group is our highest priority. Behind this commitment, we adhere to specific policies and commitments. For more information, check out the Safety & Security section of the P2I website.
5. What's included on the trip?
Just about everything. The Kesher trip includes an intensive touring schedule, the best local guides & support staff in Israel, three meals day, quality accommodations, and all transportation. We also provide complimentary health insurance as well as a hip new shoulder-strap backpack...which is perfect for when we are on the move in Israel. 
6. What are the departure dates?
Kesher will depart on Sunday, July 20th and return on Sunday, August 10th. Flights are all direct to Israel from JFK Airport in New York. Participants will be met at the airport by our trip staff, most of who will remain with you on the flight and throughout the program in Israel.
7. How do I register? 
The Kesher application can be found online in the “Download Forms” section of the Capital Camps website – www.capitalcamps.org.  If you have any questions at all, just give us a ring – 301-468-2267
8. When should I register? 
The easy answer is NOW! Space is limited and the sooner you register, the sooner we can confirm your spot on the trip!  Also, there are a minimum number of participants necessary in order for Kesher to run – the sooner you register, the sooner we know that we are good to go! 
9. Am I guaranteed a spot?
While we are committed to bringing as many Jewish teens as possible to Israel this summer, the trip is subject to some availability limitations. In other words, start the registration process, and reserve your spot on Kesher today.
10. Do I need to be in good physical shape to enjoy a P2I trip?
The bottom line is that P2I trips are meant to be enjoyed. Anyone with a basic spirit for adventure will feel more than comfortable on any P2I trips. 
11. Will I have any free time during the trip?
While the trip itinerary is quite intensive, we do set aside plenty of time for relaxation and personal exploration. Because we take your safety and security so seriously, there will understandably be some limits on our flexibility when it comes to free time -- especially when we are touring in the larger cities. Meanwhile, the programs include a free weekend for visiting with local family or friends living in Israel, or your Israeli friends from Capital Camps! If you do not have family or friends in Israel, don't worry. You can either share plans with one of your friends on the trip, or we participate in our special group option (details coming soon...).  Don't forget - your parents will need to sign the Free Weekend form prior to your departure.
12. Will I be able to extend my flight after the trip is over?
Definitely. If you want to extend your ticket beyond the normal return date or beyond the extension trip return date, just let us know and we will help you get everything confirmed. The cost of extending your ticket is $125. If you choose to extend your ticket, Capital Camps and P2I do not assume liability for you beyond the official dates of the trip.  Keep in mind that ticket extensions are subject to some availability restrictions. Give us a call for all the details. 
13. How do I keep in touch with friends & family back home?
For starters, since we know that you will be busy in Israel, we promise to keep your friends & family up to date with plenty of message postings and pictures on our website. Meanwhile, as the trip gets closer, we will be distributing hotel phone numbers for the entire program. Finally, you are free to rent a cell phone or purchase an international calling card for your stay in Israel. While your phones must be off during programming, you will be able to use your phones during your free time.
14. What happens when it rains?
The good news is that because of Israel's world famous Mediterranean climate, you can expect no rain and plenty of sunshine all summer long. That means there will be no rain-related cancellations, no muddy fields, and plenty of opportunities to work on your tan.
15. What should I pack?
Summer in Israel is beautiful but can be hot! Be prepared for warm days and cool refreshing evenings.  We have prepared a detailed packing list as well as a ton of great information to help you get ready in the Pre-Trip Prep section of our website. This information will be made available to you when you register.
16. Are there scholarships available? 
Israel for free? While we cannot promise that directly, fortunately there are Jewish communities throughout North America that have special funds to help Jewish teens get to Israel over the summer. The Capital Camps team would be happy to help you navigate your scholarship options. Please give us a call so we can help you figure out an individual plan for obtaining the most scholarship possible. 
Here are just a few examples – 

Greater Washington Area:    Israel Quest is merit-based funding for Jewish teens traveling to Israel on an educational program. Teens receive a base scholarship of $1,000 from IsraelQuest.
